DataPath, Inc. has received a $3.6 million order to continue resets, repairs and upgrades to DataPath® Satellite Transportable Terminals used in the U.S. Army’s Joint Network Node /Warfighter Information Network-Tactical program. This funding is from exercised options on an existing delivery order, which is a previously announced four-year agreement with the Army that has a potential value of up to $270 million. Since September 2007, DataPath has received approximately $73 million in funding for upgrades to JNN/WIN-T satellite communications terminals under this delivery order. The U.S. Air Force’s Defense Satellite Communications System B10 satellite, built by Lockheed Martin, has achieved 15 years of on orbit operations, exceeding its original 10 year design life.  The entire DSCS constellation, which provides secure and reliable communications service to the warfighter, will surpass 200 years of cumulative on-orbit service in early 2009, the largest total operational experience of any U.S. military communications satellite constellation.  Lockheed Martin designed and built 14 DSCS spacecraft for the Military Satellite Communications Wing at the Air Force’s Space and Missile Systems Center, Los Angeles Air Force Base, Calif. Preparations are nearing completion for the entry into commercial service of the new Inmarsat-4 (I-4) satellite covering North and South America.  The I-4 Americas satellite, the third in the constellation, was launched from the Baikonur Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan, paving the way for  global coverage for Inmarsat’s suite of mobile voice and broadband data services. The HOT BIRD™ 9 and W2M satellites of Eutelsat Communications are on track for launch on an Ariane 5 ECA rocket from the Kourou Space Centre in French Guiana. Both satellites are ready for launch on December 20th, within a launch window opening at 21.51 GMT and closing at 22.50 GMT.  Link to additional information
DataPath, Inc. has been awarded $3.3 million in two delivery orders to manufacture and install dual-antenna DataPath® DKET satellite communications hubs in support of U.S. Central Command and the U.S. Marine Corps in Southwest Asia. The U.S. military uses an extensive network of DataPath DKETs as communications hubs to deliver high-bandwidth voice, video and data connectivity on the battlefield. Under the delivery orders, DataPath will provide two dual-antenna DKETs, one will be configured for operation in Ka band to utilize the Wideband Global SATCOM system when operational needs require it. Link to additional informationLockheed Martin has been awarded a contract by the Broadcasting Satellite System Corporation and SKY Perfect JSAT Corporation of Japan to build their next geostationary broadcasting and telecommunications satellite. BSAT-3c/JCSAT-110R will be launched in the second quarter of 2011 aboard an Ariane 5 ECA launch vehicle provided by Arianespace, are  two independent Ku-band payloads with 12 direct broadcast channels and 12 fixed direct communication channels with uplink and downlink coverage over Japan. The spacecraft will be located at 110 degrees East longitude.  The BSAT-3c/JCSAT-110R satellite is required to meet a 15-year service life and will be designed with over 95% flight-proven components integrated into the A2100A platform manufactured by Lockheed Martin Commercial Space Systems, Newtown, PA. 
SES AMERICOM, announced it is distributing JUS Punjabi, the country's first Punjabi-language network serving the Indo-Punjabi, Sikh, and South Asian communities throughout the United States. Link to additional information
